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Interactions with other projects — why the disctinction is
important

e Balance sheet split is generally used for the p&l split as well:
- Servicing costs of liabilities are a component of net income (determining income)

- Servicing costs of equity or equity instruments are income distribution

e Equity, as a residual according to the Framework, is not re-measured. Rather it is a
mixture of

- historical cost (capital paid-in)

- other accounting standards (revaluation reserve, cash flow hedge accounting reserve, currency
translation adjustment)

- past income distribution policy (retained earnings)
e Equity instruments are generally not remeasured either
e Liabilities are generally re-measured (generally included in net income)

e Implications for other areas of accounting: Holder's accounting for financial instruments,
consolidation/reporting entity, eps, ...

»Equity" is more a mixture of belief, tradition, convention — and something else for
everybody: Equity is what different people think equity should be

Balance Sheet comprises simply claims with different criteria, each of those claims with a
unique combination of different criteria: capital structure is multi-dimensional

Link between p&L-split and balance sheet split is merely an accounting convention
Alternative: Waterfall

EBIT - Tax - Financing/Servicing Costs:
Capital that must be serviced

Capital that may be serviced (conditions apply, such as net income +)

Measurement Concepts (no re-measurement/re-measurement) is merely an accounting
convention. There is no principle never to re-measure equity

Problem 1: residual interest-type instruments that embody an (conditional) obligation
e listed stock corporation: instruments are traded, principle works

e unlisted stock corporation: in some jurisdictions, shares are puttable in lieu of a trading
mechanism (e.g. Netherlands)

e unlisted companies in other legal forms, such as
- commercial (general) partnerships,
- limited partnerships
- cooperative entities
- silent partnerships

in most jurisdictions, shares are puttable to the entity in lieu of trading mechanism

- Accounting anomalies: Lack of understandability and relevance

Problem 2: A robust criterion?

e current distinction between equity and debt in IAS 32 is based on the existence or non-
existence of an individual instrument holder’s claim against the entity

 One dominating shareholder — is it the entity acting through the general assembly or the
shareholder acting individually?

Problem 3: Interaction of the terms and conditions of an instrument and the existence of
an obligation (,,economic compulsion™)

e IAS 32.20: “a financial instrument that does not explicitly establish a contractual
obligation to deliver cash or another financial asset may establish an obligation indirectly
through its terms and conditions”

e TASB reads ,0obligation™ (see above) as only comprising contractual obligations
e EU roundtable, French CNC, etc. read the standard differently

Standard is
(a) not clear

(b) even if it were clear in the way that the IASB reads it:
successful structuring, form over substance

Problem 4: Inconsistency with the Framework
e Framework says: Recognise liability if outflow of resources is probable

e IAS 32 says: Recognise financial liability if it embodies an (conditional) obligation, which,
if exercised or triggered, obligates the entity

e Thus, under IAS 32, probability of outflow is irrelevant

- IAS 32 requires recognition of financial liability in situations in
which Framework precludes recognition of a liability!

Problem 5: Are obligations to issue own shares liabilities?

e IAS 32 contains two rules:

- Rule 1: Obligations to issue own shares are generally financial liabilities

- Rule 2: If obligation is “fixed-for-fixed”, instrument is an equity instrument

These rules are not explained in IAS 32
- These rules are not consistent with the Framework

Depending on the view chosen (entity vs. proprietary view),
obligations to issue own shares are all liabilities or ,,something else"
- fixed-for-fixed etc. irrelevant!

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Definition of equity according to German GAAP—- Comparison

In both ,worlds" equity = residual

Definitions of liability (German GAAP) and financial liability (IFRS)
are almost identical!
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Definition of equity according to IDW HFA 1/1994

Equity no residual, but capital with certain ,characteristics™:

e the instrument must be subordinated to all other claims not being classified as
equity.

e the instrument must share in the losses up to the full amount paid in, and servicing
on such instruments must be in accordance with the performance of the entity.

e The instrument must be outstanding for a longer term and cannot be claimed back
during that period.
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Positive definitions of equity in general

... are inconsistent with the Framework (positive definition of a liability, equity = residual)
— you cannot define both!

... lead to some severe conceptual questions within a group context:

e how is subordination defined only with a view to single entities applied within a
group context?

e Hypothetical liquidation of the group interacts with structure of the group
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Positive definitions of equity (the German way)

e allows for structuring
e.g. instrument foreseeing high, fixed coupon that is payable only when net income is (+)

e in order to assess whether instrument must be serviced (,, must be in accordance with the
performance of the entity"), one needs to know which instruments are liabilities, because
re-measurement and servicing on liabilities are included in performance! Circularity
problem!

e outstanding for a longer term" ? How long? Instrument will be reclassified if remaining
maturity falls below trigger period, although terms and conditions of instrument remain
unchanged!

b) the holder is entitled to a percentage of the assets of the entity that remain after
all higher priority claims have been satisfied. The holder's share depends on its
share of the total claims with the lowest priority and has no upper or lower limit except
for the amount of assets available.

Linkage (par. 41 ff.)

Two or more freestanding instruments would be linked - that is, classified and
measured as if they were a single instrument - if both of the following conditions

apply:

a) they are part of the same arrangement; and

b) reporting the instruments individually would result in reporting
amounts of net income or equity that are different from the amounts
that would result from accounting for a comparable single instrument,
that is, a single instrument with the same or similar outcome(s).

a) The instruments are contractually linked (e.g. two instruments are
contractually linked if exercise of one depends on exercise of the other or +———
causes the expiration of the other) OR

b) the instruments were entered into at or near the same time with the same
or related counterparty and together achieve an overall economic outcome
that could have been achieved as simply or more simply with a single
instrument.

Substance (par. 44 ff.)

»Classification, linkage, and separation of instruments depend on the substance of each
instrument or linked group, which may not always be represented by stated terms."

examine the terms and probable outcome(s) of each instrument or linked group
to determine whether the instrument's (or linked group's) stated terms reflect
its substance

a) A stated term would not affect classification if the term has only a remote
chance of affecting the instrument's outcome in more than a minimal
way—the amount, timing, or nature of the instrument's settlement or the
holder's rights in liquidation.

b) Factors that have more than a remote chance of affecting the instrument's
outcome in more than a minimal way would be considered in classification
even if they are not part of the stated terms of the instrument.

* An entity would not report a gain or loss upon reclassifying an instrument even if the

Instead, an entity
would report any difference in value upon reclassification in equity. Upon reclassification,
the entity would measure the instrument according to the requirements for the new
classification as of the date of the event that caused the reclassification. There would be no
